The result
is that we have become desensitized to
the difference between truth and false-
hood, and incapable of even the slight-
est outrage at the absurd or the perni-
cious masquerading as fact. Instead we
greet each assault on common sense
with a shrug of the shoulders, and em-
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Whatever the state of our (un)civil society, surely it should be different in the church. After all, we are com-

mitted to following the one who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life. Just before his arrest Jesus prayed

that his followers might be d6dsanctified in trutho (.
13:6). When Pilate confronts Jesus at his trial, he mistakenly believes that he is in charge, but in fact it is he

who is being judged.
